Gary Swann would like the Board to discuss billing overages on an annual basis. Bill Nesbitt agreed with Gary Swann. Paige Hill stated that the Board would discuss this possibility at their next regular Board meeting.

Shirley Hartman would like to see the meters read twice a year instead of four times a year. Paige stated this would also be discussed at the next regular Board meeting.

Vesna Dorn asked if the Board follows a Purchasing policy, and if they acquired 3 quotes for large purchases. Paige Hill explained that the Board does have a Purchasing Policy similar to the Alberni Clayoquot Regional District and they do obtain 3 quotes although in some situations things may need to be acted on immediately.
Vesna Dorn asked why the office staff is working overtime on the weekends if they only work part time during the week. Paige explained that sometimes during non-office hours staff is needed for certain situations that come up and they are called in.
Vesna Dorn asked about the $140 a day amount paid to Denis Francoeur on a monthly basis. Paige Hill explained that it is a maintenance service agreement between the District and Denis Francoeur for 24/7/365 coverage that will be revisited this month. 
Vesna Dorn asked about shutting resident’s water off and how much notice they are given. Paige Hill explained that for nonpayment of tolls residents are given ample time to pay the overdue amount. They receive several notices as well as several phone calls.
Vesna Dorn asked how much 4321 will cost the residents and how much the Board has set aside. Paige Hill gave an update on 4321 to answer Vesna Dorn’s question. 
Bob East wants the mainline replaced in front of his house. Bob stated that he has had at least 6 breaks and feels that it should be a priority, the Board agreed to discuss this at their next regular meeting.
Bill Nesbitt wants information regarding nominees posted on the District’s website before each AGM. He feels the information is needed to make an informed decision when voting for Trustees.
